Location.
Clay Hill Car Park, grid ref. SZ232025  

Signed from Burley village and Holmsley Tea Rooms junction on A35 between Christchurch and Lyndhurst (SZ232006)

Parking and Assembly.

Parking is on an access road leading to the Assembly Area in Clay Hill car park. Very early arrivals may be able to park in the car park itself. Furthest cars may be up to 500m from Assembly. 
Cars with young children wanting to do the String course may be able to park nearer the Assembly, if space.

There will be a car parking fee of £1.00 per car. Please have this exact amount ready for collection as you enter. 

As the access road is narrow, competitors are advised not to leave before 12. When leaving, continue to the car park where you will be able to turn round before exiting.

Toilets will be located in the Assembly area 
First Aid will also be located in the Assembly Area. The nearest A&E hospital is Bournemouth Hospital Castle Lane East   01202 704169
Start and Finish  The Start is approximately 125m from Assembly, and Finish 250m
Pre-entered competitors may go directly to the Start from their cars.

Dogs will be allowed on the courses BUT MUST BE KEPT UNDER CONTROL  AT  ALL TIMES AND NOT IMPEDE COMPETITORS. If this privilege is abused, the owner will be disqualified. In the Assembly area, dogs must be kept on leads.
Map andTerrain

The map is 1-10000, updated Summer 2014, on waterproof paper

A4 size for White, Yellow, Orange, Light Green and Short Green. 
A3 for all other courses. 
Special map symbols:

Green circle – distinctive or lone tree

Brown cross – root stock

Black cross – hide
Power lines are NOT mapped
Paths:

Due to horse riders, loose ponies & deer there are many ephemeral paths through the heather. Only those are mapped which can be clearly seen and which have some length.

Terrain: 

Mainly open, strongly contoured heath. The varying depths of heather dictate running speed. Some valley bottoms are marshy as is the whole southern boundary of the map.

Open areas may contain scattered gorse as part of ‘rough open’. When gorse becomes thick enough to significantly slow direct line progress, it is mapped as ‘walk’ green screen and may merge into solid green ‘fight’. Significant bracken is mapped with ‘slow run’ screen.

Most courses avoid significant gorse or bracken.

Road crossings:

All courses except White & Yellow cross and return over a busy forest road (40mph) and longer courses also cross a quiet road. Two manned crossings on the busy road will be marked on the map. 
They are compulsory for Orange and Light Green runners. They are on the direct path runs between controls. Other runners may also wish to use them.  Traffic visibility is excellent at most points along this road. 

As usual all competitors MUST report to download even if they do not finish their course. ALL competitors are advised to carry a whistle. The wearing of cagoules may be required, dependent on the weather conditions.  Advisory notices will be displayed in the Assembly area.

2) Hire S.I. Dibber (if required) £1 per dibber, £20 charge for lost dibber

3) Go to Registration Tent 

4) Go to start between 10.30 and 12.30

For people who have pre-entered but require a Dibber:

1)  Collect allocated S.I. dibber at Enquiries/EOD/Dibber Hire Tent 

      2)  Go to start between 10.30 and 12.30

For people who have pre-entered with their own Dibber:

1) Go to start between 10.30 and 12.30

NOTE: NO ALLOCATED START TIMES ARE BEING GIVEN. SIMPLY GO TO THE START WHEN YOU ARE READY AND TAKE THE NEXT AVAILABLE TIME SLOT FOR YOUR COURSE.
